INVITATION TO HOLY COMMUNION: 

Leader:    Friends, this is the joyful feast of the people of God! Many will come from east and west and from north and south and sit at the table in the Kingdom of God. This is the Lord’s Table. Our Savior invites those who trust him to share the feast he has prepared. According to Luke, when our risen Lord was at table with his disciples, he took the bread, and blessed and broke it, and gave it to them. And their eyes were opened and they recognized him.

CONFESSION OF SIN: (In Unison)

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the sake of your Son Jesus Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways, to the glory of your name. Amen.

WORDS OF ASSURANCE:

Leader:
If we confess  our sins, God is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness. May Almighty God have mercy on us, forgive us all our sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen us in all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep us in eternal life. Amen.

AFFIRMATION OF FAITH: (In Unison)


I believe in God the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth; and in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord; who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, dead, and buried; he descended into hades; the third day he rose again from the dead; he ascended into heaven, and sitteth on the right hand of God the Father Almighty; from thence he shall come to judge the quick and the dead.

Pastoral Search Committee Update:
January 2016 update:

The Pastoral Search Committee is continuing the contacting phase of the pastoral search process. We are evaluating the candidates answers to our questions, and answering their questions about our congregation. This is a two-way street: they want to know us as much as we want to know them.  

All of the candidates are incredibly strong candidates for our church. This makes narrowing our  decision down to first and second more difficult, but this is a good problem to have. It means we have been given qualified candidates capable of being sensitive to our congregation’s needs  and able to lead us  into the future. 

A question was recently posed to the committee, “What if we don’t like who you chose?” This is a good question. We, the Search Committee, will not be the one who chooses our next pastor. 

The Search Committee’s job is to select a potential-pastor candidate for recommendation to the congregation. This means that the committee does the leg-work of finding a godly, qualified pastoral candidate, then we would present the candidate to the church for a congregational vote! 

There will be a future gathering for church members to meet and talk with the potential-pastor after we hear a sermon by the potential-pastor. Afterwards the congregation will vote to accept the candidate or not. 

I hope this will provide you with some understanding of our process. Please continue to pray for discernment for the committee members and our entire congregation.
