February 2016 Pastoral Search Committee Update


At the January annual congregational meeting, members of the Valleys voted to accept Shirley Miller, former Council chairperson, to remain on the Pastoral Search Committee as a voting member of the committee. This is acceptable in accordance with our church bylaws. The committee now has a total of 7 members, including the Council chairman. Newly elected Council chairman, Bob Endy will attend future committee meetings in the ex officio position to keep communication between the committee and Council.


Howard Burgoyne was given an update of the committee’s progress to date, and the transition of Shirley Miller into a voting member of the committee and the addition of Bob Endy as the ex officio position. Howard continues to be an excellent resource of wisdom and guidance for the committee. 


The committee is currently listening to sermons provided by the four candidates and prayerfully considering the content of the sermons. We also are developing additional questions to ask each candidate at the next time of contact. As before, we continue to ask for your prayers for the committee as we discern whom God is calling to the Valleys. We also ask that you pray for the Pastor candidates that they also hear God’s call to where He leads them.
