“Twelve Steps of Faith and Failure”

Matthew 14:22-33; Mark 6:45-52; John 6:1-21

   Questions for Reflection . . .

1.
We put faith in figures, bank accounts, abilities, God given resources, previous successes, who we know and more, but has your faith been in God alone over the past six months?  Spend some time alone with God on this very issue, asking Him to search your heart and reveal the deceptions or realities.

2.
God asks us to step out of our comfort zone in new and unique ways.  Can you recall such incidents in your life?

3. Whenever we take our eyes off Jesus, we will sink, sometimes very slowly and sometimes rapidly.  Can you recall such events and what you learned when the sinking was very slow versus very fast?

4.
It is a beautiful reassurance that God protects His children, knowing their frailty and purposely not testing them beyond what they are able to handle.  Reflect on God’s faithfulness in protecting your faith over the past three months.  What value do you attach to such acts from God?
