SERMON QUESTIONS

March 30, 2014

“Faith and Prayer”

Matthew 15:21-28; Mark 7:24-30

     Questions for Reflection . . .

1.
Too busy, too tired, too much to do, too many distractions or whatever all undermine our prayer life and our faith.  How do you proceed to disarm the excuses and reclaim the time with God in prayer?

2.
What is your response to prayers that are answered directly as prayed?  That are answered differently than prayed?  That are delayed in being answered?  That are denied?  What commonality should there be in all such responses from the supplicant?

3.
As you reflect on times when God was purposely silent about your petitions, how did these impact your faith in God and His Word?

4.
There is nothing like pains and problems with children that cause God’s people to pray more fervently and more humbly.  What pains and problems has God used to perfect your prayer life and your faith?  How have these instances been different in accomplishing what God desired for your life?
