Matt. 26:30-46; Mark 14:26-42; Luke 22:31-34, 39-46

Questions for Reflection . . .

1.
God allows tough times, failure, fiery ordeals and the like to prove our faith more precious than gold and silver.  What have you learned about God and yourself in such past “enriching experiences”?

2.
The Lord intercedes for us that our faith may not fail and that we may strengthen others in Christ as a result of this “enriching experience.”  How does the intercession of the Lord on your behalf impact you during these tough times?  What does that imply about your praying and others praying for you while going through “enriching” experiences?

3.
How do you know if you have been trusting in the blessings of God instead of God Himself?  Make a list of the names of God in both the Old and New Testament.  What is the enriching value of meditating on these names in tough times?

4.
Frequently, in our impatience with God and His ways during these “enriching experiences,” we light our own fire or try to get out of it our way.  What are the dangers of this approach for deliverance?
