The Menu

Matzah:
Unleavened bread. Unleavened dough sun-baked on the desert rocks, which the Hebrews made and ate during their hasty departure from Egypt.
Lamb:
Roasted Lamb, representing the sacrificial Passover lamb.

Maror:
Bitter herb, usually a piece of horseradish. A reminder of the bitterness of life in bondage - not only in Egypt, but everywhere.

Karpas:
Garden greens, usually watercress or parsley (At ancient banquets, the appetizer).  The greens are dipped in a small bowl of salt water, recalling the hyssop dipped for sprinkling on the doorposts of Hebrew dwellings on preparation for the Exodus.

Horoset:
A mixture of apples, nuts, cinnamon, and wine which serves to sweeten the bitter herbs, (Because of its appearance, it symbolizes the mud mixed with straw used by the slaves to build Egypt’s great monuments.

Roasted Egg:
(Represents the burnt offerings brought to the Temple during festivals in ancient days.

Wine:
The traditional symbol of rejoicing.     “Wine to gladden the heart of man.”

Afikoman:
In ancient times the last morsel of the paschal lamb, eaten at the end of the Passover meal.  In modern times, it is represented by half of the middle matzah in the ceremonial Seder dish, which, were broken off, is hidden until the end of the meal.

Elijah’s Cup:
For the Jew - An extra cup of wine, displaed to welcome the beloved prophet of hope who would announce the Messiah’s coming.


For the Christian - This cup now represents the Cup of Blessing, the Passover, “shed for you . . . for the forgiveness of sins.”

                      Several Items that we have on our head table

                                 have special meaning.  They are . . .

Candelabra:
The symbol of God’s presence at the ceremony.


Usually a three-tiered candelabra is used.

Water and Towel:       Used for the leader’s ceremonial hand-
