“The Request to Increase My Faith”

Luke 17:1-19

Questions for Reflection . . .

1.
 There is no magical formula for increased faith or a “quick-fix” for getting more faith.  Can you list the events or situations that God has used to increase your faith in Him over recent weeks, months, or years?

2.
The Samaritan recognized his condition and was not content with it.  Do you desire to engage God day by day and to please Him in all that you do?  Do you recognize the ways that the Father draws you to Himself?  How does James 4:8 (“Draw near to God and He will draw near to you”) describe your responsibility?

3.
Sometimes, we must “love by faith.”  What is the meaning of that phrase?  For instance, how do you love the “takers,” the “schemers,” the “lepers of our day” and the “drainers” of life?  Recount some events where you had to “love by faith.”
