“What Moves Your Mountain

(The Gifts of Giving and Faith)”

Definition:   Givers have the ability to contribute their material resources to the work of the Lord liberally and with cheerfulness.  They are empowered in an extraordinary way to understand or discern the material of financial needs of others and then meet those needs generously.  The more one uses this gift the more God prospers one so that the person with this gift is enabled to give still more.

How do you spot people with the gift of “Giving”?  Here are some clues . . .

(1)They go over and beyond the normal Tithe.

(2)They are always looking for a need to meet.

Definition:  Those with the Gift of Faith have the ability to act with confidence and clear belief regarding God’s ability and trustworthiness to fulfill God’s purposes.  This gift results in one having extraordinary confidence in God, and it enables that person through prayer to tap God’s resources on behalf of others.

How do you spot people with the gift of “Faith”?  Here are some clues . . .

(1)They are usually more interested in the future than in history.

(2)They are goal centered, positive thinkers.

(3)They are fearless in circumstances, suffering, or obstacles.

(4)They trust God to move mountains.
