“Let’s Go Fishing”

(to bring good news)
Definition:

 Evangelism is the special ability God gives certain members of the body of Christ to lead persons to knowledge of Jesus Christ.  Persons with this gift are able to help lead others to a life-changing decision which moves them to accept Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior. 

How do you spot people with the gift of Evangelism?  Here are some clues . . . 

1. First, the person gifted in evangelism has an unusual burden for souls.  The burden goes beyond that which all Christians share.

2. Second, the person gifted in evangelism has an unusual ability to share the gospel with others. That is, they find opportunities in everyday life that the rest of us just pass up. 

3. Third, the person gifted in evangelism sees unusual results.  That is, people come to Christ when they share the gospel with them.
