COVENANT COMMUNITY BIBLE EXPERIENCE
Covenant Community Bible Experience has one simple goal: change the way people engage in the Bible. 

This 8-week reading plan will open up fresh, new conversations about Scripture and reignite a passion for its story.

· Encounter Scripture as it was meant to be read - less like a reference book, more like a story. The Books of the Bible, that restores the text to a more authentic presentation, helping you to “read real” as you see Scripture in its original context and uncover its original beauty.  In addition to print materials, Make and Deepen Disciples will provide videos and digital resources to help our church engage with both our Covenant heritage and with each other.

How It Works:

1. COMMIT TO READING AS A CHURCH
    Evangelical Covenant Churches will go on this 8-week journey through the New Testament together.

2. GET YOUR BIBLES

    Participants will read from The Books of the Bible, a groundbreaking edition of the NIV that offers a narrative presentation of the text. Each copy is only $5 and includes a bookmark with a reading plan. Please see the sign up sheet to order a copy of The Books of the Bible (NIV edition).  
3. REGISTER FOR YOUR DIGITAL MATERIALS

    Each participant who registers at CovChurch.org/CBE will get a daily email with a short video preparing them for that day’s reading. Participants can also download ebook and audio versions of The Books of the Bible. 

4. READ

    A 40-day reading plan is provided. Most daily readings can be completed in 30 minutes or less. Participants can use the print, digital, or audio version of The Books of the Bible  (or they can use all three). Tentative start date is September 29, 2016.

5. DISCUSS 

    Gather in weekly, book-club-style discussion groups to talk about what you’ve read.

Going Deeper Together

As Covenanters, we have historically called ourselves “People of the Book.”   Our starting point for making and deepening disciples has always been the word of God. This is a special opportunity to reaffirm our identity as a church that promotes and practices the centrality of the Bible.
The Evangelical Covenant Church (ECC) is partnering with Biblica, the translators of the NIV Bible, to launch a 40-day discipleship adventure. We’re calling it the Covenant Community Bible Experience. 

Our vision is that the entire Covenant community will read the Bible together.
We won’t be reading the Bible as usual. Using Biblica’s unique and accessible The Books of the Bible New Testament, we will engage God’s word in a fresh way, with a simple daily reading plan, and book-club-style conversations designed to welcome those new to the Bible as well as people who have read it all their lives.

We are praying that this experience will inspire deeper discipleship in every Covenant congregation and powerfully unite us as we open the Bible to read big, read real, and read together. Please join us.
