Last Spring we were given the results of the Pulse Survey  and shortly thereafter the Strategic Planning Team formed and have been at work since May.


In Order to address the areas of concern in the Pulse Survey, the first task of the Team was to write a Mission Statement, a Vision Statement, and a set of Core Values.  After many drafts, the Team came up with a final draft that was submitted to the council for approval. These components were based upon the Great Commission (Matthew 28:19-20) and Great Commandment (Matthew 22:37-39) and will help us establish and maintain our church’s direction as we address areas of concern in the Pulse Survey.

The Mission Statement is our mission as we see it now . . . “Strong in the Word to serve in the World”

The Vision Statement is what we hope to become . . . “To be a community of believers strong in knowledge and in Spirit of the Word working together in a harmony as the hands of Christ in the World.”

The Core Values are a set of principles we hold as uncompromising - never changing that guide how we do ministry in pursuit of our mission and vision . . .

Personal Faith in Jesus Christ  - John 3:16

“For God so loved the world that he gave his only Son, so that everyone who believes in him may not perish but may have eternal life.”

We believe that Jesus Christ is the incarnate Son of God, who came to live among us, conquered sin and death, offering forgiveness for sin and assurance of eternal life for those who believe in Him.

Worship and Prayer - Psalm 100, John 15:4-5

“Make a joyful noise to the Lord, all the earth.  Worship the Lord with gladness; come into his presence with singing.  Know that the Lord is God.  It is he that made us, and we are his; we are his people, and the sheep of his pasture.  Enter his gates with thanksgiving, and his courts with praise.  Give thanks to him, bless his name.  For the Lord is good; his steadfast love endures forever, and his faithfulness to all generations.” (Psalm 100)

“Abide in me as I abide in you. Just as the branch cannot bear fruit by itself unless it abides in the vine, neither can you unless you abide in me.  I am the vine, you are the branches.  Those who abide in me and I in them bear much fruit, because apart from me you can do nothing.” (John 15:4-5)

We exalt and celebrate God for who He is, what He has done, what He is doing and what He will do.  Worship reflects careful preparation to help give voice to many dimensions of response to God such as adoration, praise, contrition, lament, and commitment.  We leave worship knowing something more about the heart of God and about our own heart.

In celebration of The Lord’s Supper we move between thanking God for the gift of Christ and inviting worshipers to participate in his body through the bread and cup.  At the Lord’s Table we recognize Christ’s presence, remembering his suffering, proclaiming his death until he comes again.

“But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s own people, in order that you may proclaim the mighty acts of him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.”

We believe our purpose is to glorify God, celebrate new life in Christ, build up one another in faith and love, proclaim and teach the gospel, and care for the needs of the world.


Just as a compass gives direction regardless of how you move, our Mission Statement, Vision Statement, and Core Values  help give us direction as we move forward to serve the Lord.

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                STRATEGIC PLANNING TEAM


The team has been meeting on a regular schedule and is working diligently to complete the tasks assigned to us.  We have developed and council has approved our Mission, Vision, and Core Values Statements. You can read these in detail in the Pastor’s article in this newsletter.  These statements form the framework for all the other tasks we have to complete.


We have been discussing ideas on how we can advertise these statements so they become familiar to us as well as to the public.  Some things we talked about were: gift bags for visitors, pens, games for the kids to use in Sunday School, and sermon series.


Currently we are looking at the scores from the PULSE survey that we took earlier in the year.  We have started with Centrality of the Word since that was our lowest score.  We will be spending several meetings brainstorming on things we can do to help us improve our score.  We have divided our ideas into three areas: Worship; Spiritual Formation; and Council, Committees, and Fellowship Group.  We will also prioritize these ideas by the amount of time it may take to implement them i.e.; 1 year, 2 years, 5 years, 10 years.


We will be holding an informational meeting on Thursday, November 7 at 7:00PM to discuss our PULSE scores and also do some brainstorming as a group to get more ideas.  Please make an effort to attend this meeting and offer your input, it is very important to our church.

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                Meeting the Needs of the Homeless

"When one is poor," wrote Arthur Simon, "he lives where the rent is cheap. For millions of Americans it means there is no alternative to the slums." Or the streets, or alleys or empty houses or sheds or under hedges or trees or even dumpsters. Many are indeed homeless. In winter the overflowing shelters for the poor often have to turn people away.


How do people get in such a terrible fix? Each one has a story. One was transferred by his company to a new community. After working there a few months, the company was sold and he was laid off. He and his wife and two children needed help until he was working again. Many homeless people are poorly educated, but not all. Some are even college graduates whose physical health has deteriorated leaving them unemployed and broke. Many young mothers have been abandoned by their husbands or lovers leaving them to eke out an existence for their brood. Some are addicted to drugs or alcohol. In short, all, in one way or another, are trapped by overwhelming problems and unable to extract themselves from their dilemma without assistance.


While the problem of the homeless seems insolvable, we Christians have no choice but to confront the difficulties and do what we can to help. 


The words of Jesus resonate among us: "I was hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink, I was a stranger and you welcomed me, I was naked and you clothed me, I was sick and you visited me, I was in prison and you came to me" (Matthew 25:35-36).

    Cornucopia, a Greek word meaning “horn of plenty,” has origins in Greek mythology. The symbol that best expresses the abundance that Thanksgiving celebrates is the cornucopia.  The cornucopia is an ancient symbol used in both Greek and Roman mythology.  In some myths, the goat Amalthea, whose milk fed the infant Zeus, was said to have a horn that was always filled with whatever anyone wanted to eat or drink.  In other tales the Roman goddess of plenty, named “Copia,” always wore or carried a horn filled with fruits and drinks.  The horn of plenty was always full; its abundance could never be exhausted.


 But the cornucopia became a religious symbol and was even stamped on Jewish coins. Overflowing horns, now common as Thanksgiving centerpieces, came to symbolize abundance and blessings.

     Today the cornucopia sounds the joyful noise of God’s bountiful blessings, of the abundant, overflowing graciousness that God makes available in our lives.  This horn also sounds a note to remind us that we must use our blessings to bless others.
