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                            Mission Happenings


This is an update to add to the information you can find in the Reports from our Jan. 19th annual meeting.  If you were unable to attend the meeting, please pick up one of these packets the next time you come in for Worship, a meeting or an activity.



We are moving along with our plan to have our kitchen  “Department of Agriculture” certified in order to provide regular meals for the hungry in our community and also be able to hold events where food will be made available on a more regular basis.  More than three public food preparing events, such as a Soup sale or Spaghetti Supper, per year require inspection and certification.  We are in the process of having the water tested for contaminants, the septic and drain field evaluated to see how many people we can host at one time and the kitchen and its contents checked for compliance with the rules.  We also have 11 members who have recently received food handling certification and we have a committee of volunteers going through the facility to make sure all is ready for the inspection before it is scheduled.


Our main event so far this winter is another Free Community Meal on Tuesday, February 11th for those whose pocketbooks are being adversely affected by the extreme winter weather or our economic conditions, seniors who would appreciate a prepared hot meal with others and our shut-ins. Anyone wishing to donate money, items or time, please sign the list in church, call the office or make a notation on your offering envelope.  Another event coming up this summer is the Fee Back to School Yard Sale, so please set aside possible donations for our collection time starting in July.  More information will be posted in the future. 

Mission Moment - The Mission Moment on Sunday, February 2nd will be the SOUPER BOWL OF CARING.

Real-life Sacrifice


“I love to help the people who need it most. … Seeing people who are needy motivates me to help.”  Amazingly, these aren’t the words of a wealthy or comfortable person but of a teenager  who, herself, is among the world’s poorest.  Her family live in a Chilean slum and is assisted by a Christian human-services agency.


When fire broke out near the 16-year-old’s home, leaving 220 already-destitute families homeless, the girl and her mother donated their own blankets, towels and other supplies to people who’d lost the little they had.  Her mother even gave away clothes she’d planned to sell for much-needed household income.


I was humbled to read of this girl and her mom. So often I “have contributed out of [my] abundance”;  but this pair, “out of [their] poverty … put in … all [they] had to live on” (Mark 12:44, NRSV).
