    We have a victorious faith that defies discouragement!  When all hope seems to be gone, we remember the hopeful and most victorious promise of Jesus – “I am the resurrection and the life” (John 11:25).  On Good Friday when Jesus went to the cross all hope was gone. But then, shortly thereafter came the words, “He is risen! Christ is risen!” 


The central message of the early church was the resurrection.  Because of the realization of Christ’s resurrection, they too, had hope that they would be resurrected to a new life.  Christians preached the joyous news of how the Lord could transform a living death into a deathless life.  The miracle of Christ’s resurrection gave an undeniable experience of their own regeneration and banished the impossible.  The apostles had died to themselves and the Lord raised them up to a new level of life filled with Himself.



The resurrection of Jesus began a new age of miracles. A miracle is an intervention of God from beyond the levels and limitations of the natural world.  A miracle does not contradict the laws of nature – it reveals a higher law at work – the law of God’s Love.



Jesus told his disciples, “My command is this: love each other as I have loved you” (John 15:12).  If we are to love others as he has loved us, the brokenhearted are the focus of concern.  As he came to bind up the brokenhearted so must we – by his power and not our own.  As he has been with us, so we are to be with people who are hurting.  Loving as Christ loved means to identify, listen, understand, and comfort.


Jesus said, “By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another” (John 13:35).  By the power of the Holy Spirit we could change the world with our love.  So what are we waiting for?  We are a people who serve a Victorious Risen Lord!
