  AARP Tax-Aid Seeks volunteers in Upper Dauphin County:  

AARP Tax-Aide, the nation’s largest volunteer-run tax preparation service, is investigating the possibility of locating a tax preparation site in the Upper Dauphin County (exact location to be determined). This site may be open for only a few days the first year, and then expanded to more days the following year, if there is sufficient demand for the service.


To accomplish this, we need to recruit a minimum of three volunteers who can complete the two-week training course (offered at no charge in January 2015 in Harrisburg), take the volunteer certification exam, and then work at one of the Harrisburg locations for at least one day a week between Feb. 1 and April 15, 2015, to get experience.  Those volunteers will also be expected to work at the new location on the days it is open in 2015.  They will then become regular volunteer staff for the expanded service in 2016.


Volunteers who want to be tax counselors must be comfortable with using internet applications on a Windows laptop computer (the laptops are supplied by AARP and the IRS).  Ideally, they will also have some knowledge of the basics of tax preparation, which can come from having done their own tax returns.  In addition, we need at least one volunteer who is familiar with the use of a network of printing, or is willing to learn about it.
