We are invited to either give something up or add something to our lives to help us focus on our relationship with Christ in these forty days of Lent.  We are to deepen our discipleship in preparation for the grand celebration within the Christian faith, Easter Sunday.  But just as a child must crawl before he or she can walk, we too must journey through Lent before we reach the cross and celebrate the Risen Christ.

So here we are approaching Lent.  If you give up chocolate, you might sneak a few candies or at least be tempted to do so. Or perhaps we are tempted to skip from the Hosannas of Palm Sunday to the open grave on Easter Sunday.  But, may we remind one another that there is important work to be done in Lent as we draw closer and closer to Easter.  The season is here to prepare us for His Holiness and to make us more Christ-like for the rest of the year.  God’s words of love and grace help us along and keep us focused.


May His Words and His Church help guide us in our Lenten Journey – distractions and all.
