Why do we do this thing called “CHURCH”?  Some ask, “Why do I need to belong to a body called the Church when I can live my faith worshipping God in the quiet of my home while watching the TV evangelists, or while strolling through a park taking in the beauty of God’s creation?  Many ask, “Can I worship wherever and whenever I feel like it”?  The answer is yes.  But God asks more of us.

Perhaps the best way to answer this question is to understand what the church is.  First, the church is not just a building.  It is people coming together with different graces and gifts, tasks and vocations.  Together they are the family of God, all baptized into the one body of Christ.  Jesus as head of the church lives in each one of us and loves us individually and joins us all together in that bond of love.  While as individuals Jesus works in each of us in a very personal way, we are never only individuals because we are all united by an in-dwelling of God that is deeper and stronger than any other bond, even blood relationships.


We are united by Christ.  In Jesus, you are joined to me and I to you; you are my brother and sister, and I am your brother and sister.  Several times Jesus gave us instructions on how we are to live our lives.  He commanded us to “. . . love the Lord [our] God with all of [our] heart, and with all [our] soul, and with all [our] mind” and “love [our] neighbor as [ourself].  Therefore, we not only exist to worship God, we exist as a church to join Jesus in His mission – to share the love of God with one another.
