                                                Patterns

NIV Romans 12:2 Do not conform any longer to the pattern of this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind. Then you will be able to test and approve what God's will is--his good, pleasing and perfect will.
     Patterns can be a good thing, especially patterns for a work project. One of the things I enjoy doing is tying my own fishing flies. There are many patterns to choose from depending on the way you want to fish the fly. It might be a ‘dry’ fly; one which floats on the surface film. A ‘wet’ fly is fished just below the surface to a foot or two below. A ‘nymph’ fly resembles the pupae form of many aquatic insects and is generally fished just above the bottom. ‘Streamers’ which can resemble anything from small prey fish to leeches, fish eggs, to things that don’t resemble any aquatic life but almost always guarantee a strike if fish are present. All of these follow basic patterns to make, and, of course, variations exist within a particular style. 

     Patterns are not good when they have a negative influence on our lives. Following cultural ‘norms,’ because that’s what we’ve been shaped to do, that are contrary to the teachings of Jesus are particularly damaging. One that is seemingly harmless is the notion that “God helps those who help themselves.” That is simply nowhere to be found in the Bible. In fact we’re called to help people in need, especially those who cannot help themselves. We’re called on to be agents of God’s grace; a grace that sought us out and drew us in before we even knew we needed God’s love. The notion that ‘God helps those who help themselves’ allows us to remain uninvolved in people’s lives. It allows us to avoid the calling of Jesus to follow him and stepping outside of our comfort zones.

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Our lives are to be patterned after Jesus and his teachings, not any culture in which we find ourselves living. 

     I encourage us all to consider which patterns in our own lives need God’s attention. I encourage us to take a prayerful look at our lives, using scripture as a kind of mirror to see who, or what, our lives most represent. My prayer is that we’d all see more and more the image of Jesus who is to be the pattern of our own lives.

In Keep a Quiet Heart, Christian missionary Elisabeth Elliot ponders the faith implications of fretting about days to come. “Today is mine; tomorrow is none of my business,” she writes. “If I peer anxiously into the fog of the future, I will strain my spiritual eyes so that I will not see clearly what is required of me now.”

And what’s the alternative? Instead of dwelling on times to come, which we can’t change anyway, Elliot recommends: “Leave it all in the hands that were wounded for you.”

                               Living out scripture

When Texas suffered an uncharacteristic winter storm in February, one couple’s act of kindness toward a stranger demonstrated the power of living by the Golden Rule.

Chelsea Timmons, a grocery store delivery driver, got stuck in the ice-covered driveway of customers Doug Condon and Nina Richardson. Because towing companies were inundated, the couple invited her to stay with them — which she ended up doing for five nights! The three shared meals and conversation, and Chelsea baked them a cake and befriended their dogs. In short, Nina and Doug say, she became “part of the family.”

“Do to others what you would have them do to you,” says Jesus (Matthew 7:12, NIV). Doug echoes Jesus closely when he explains one reason behind their actions: “We have daughters, and we hope if they were ever in a situation like this that there would be someone who would open their house and help them.”

Perhaps Doug and Nina also experienced the delight of another Bible verse: “Do not neglect to show hospitality to strangers, for thereby some have entertained angels unawares” (Hebrews 13:2, ESV).
